


World peace is something everybody wants but 
no one knows how to achieve.  Outside the 

United Nations one can read a verse from Isaiah 2:4 
that states the goal of this worldwide organization.  
“They shall beat their swords into plowshares, and 
their spears into pruning hooks: nation shall not 
lift up sword against nation, neither shall they learn 
war any more.”  The nations of the world assemble 
on these international grounds in New York City’s 
eastside to bring about world peace.  Many desire to 
eliminate all weapons of mass destruction.  Others 
think that sanctions against oppressive nations will 
bring peace.  Some desire to eradicate the nation of 

Israel from the world’s map.  Still others think that 
peacekeeping forces or a strategic defense initiative 
are the keys to world peace.  Many in our world 
seek to visualize world peace and light a candle.  
The question is this: who will bring about the peace 
that Isaiah 2:4 promises?  When will the nations be 
united?

The Bible clearly teaches that earthly leaders, presi-
dents, or Prime ministers will not establish world 
peace.   Nuclear disarmament, sanctions, ethnic 
cleansing, strategic defense initiatives, and lighting 
candles will not create world peace.  The United 

Nations, no matter how noble their intentions, will 
not institute a peaceful world.  The nations will be 
united only when the King of all Kings comes again.  
This king is none other than Jesus the Messiah.  Until 
Christ comes and the “government shall be upon his 
shoulder” we are guaranteed wars and rumours of 
wars.  We know that the ultimate world war has not 
yet been fought.  We are guaranteed that one day 
“the kings of the earth and of the whole world” will 
be gathered “to the battle of that great day of God 
Almighty” (Revelation 16:14).  
They will be gathered “togeth-
er into a place called in the 
Hebrew tongue Armageddon” 
(Revelation 16:16).

The United Nations will not ful-
fill the promise of Isaiah 2:4.  
Only the King, the Lord Jesus 
Christ will.  If you look at the 
entirety of Isaiah 2 you will 
see that the United Nations has 
taken this promise out of its context and applied a 
promise that refers to the Messiah to them.  The 
United Nations has ignored Isaiah 2:2 which says 
that the promise of peace will occur when “it shall 
come to pass in the last days, that the mountain of 
the LORD’s house shall be established in the top of 
the mountains, and shall be exalted above the hills; 
and all nations shall flow into it.”  The nations will 
be united when they unite around the Lordship of 
Jesus Christ!  The nations of the earth will gather in 
Jerusalem to worship the crucified and risen Savior, 
Jesus Christ.  Do you remember when Jesus was 
born and the dark sky was brightened with a host 
of gleaming angels who praised God, saying, “Glory 
to the God in the highest, and on earth peace, good 

will toward men” (Luke 2:14).  The angels told us 
long ago that the secret to peace on earth is to put 
our faith in the Prince of peace, the one born of the 
virgin in that lowly town of Bethlehem.  The only 
way man can attain a life of peace is to know Him 
who is the Prince of peace.  

Isaiah 2:3 says, “Come, ye, and let us go up to the 
mountain of the LORD, to the house of the God of 
Jacob; and he will teach us of his ways, and we will 
walk in his paths: for out of Zion shall go forth the 

law, and the word of the LORD 
from Jerusalem.”  The Nations 
will be united when the temple 
of God is rebuilt in Jerusalem 
and the word of God is taught 
and obeyed by the nations 
during the Kingdom of Jesus 
Christ.  The Lord Jesus Christ 
taught his disciples to pray for 
this kingdom to come in the 
well-known Lord’s prayer.

Isaiah 2:4 in its totality says, “And he shall judge 
among the nations, and shall rebuke many people: 
and they shall beat their swords into plowshares 
and their spears into pruninghooks: nation shall not 
lift up sword against nation, neither shall they learn 
war any more.”  One can clearly see that the one 
who tells the nations what to do is not the secretary 
general of the United Nations, but the LORD who is 
the Messiah.  When the Messiah rules and judges 
among the nations, then the nations of the world 
will be united!   

Until that time, the most important peace you must 
consider is peace with God.  Peace with God is the 
key to having the peace of God.  Having the peace
